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While speaking with Marc Intermaggio, executive vice president of BOMA 

San Francisco, he’ll confirm that the trying times are making him on the edge about 

the future of the market, yet very self-assured about his organization’s significance 

in its recovery. Helping build BOMA San Francisco into the global organization’s fourth largest 

entity, Marc understands very well those drivers of the industry on which we need to focus to 

make a turnaround possible—he certainly intends to play a key role in this transition. We sit 

down with Marc to understand BOMA’s intentions and how it may help shape the new reality of 

our industry.

The Driver of Change

BOMA has played a signifi cant role in 
San Francisco real estate over the past 
100 years. How will BOMA keep itself 
relevant as it looks into the future, and 
what are some important trends that you 
foresee affecting that evolution in the 
next few years?

BOMA has remained relevant after nearly a 
century of service to commercial property 
owners, investors, developers and 
operators by providing three key values 
that are relevant in any age: 1) Political 
advocacy that protects private property 
rights, preserves asset value and supports 
greater opportunities for commerce in a 
dynamic and sustainable business 
environment; 2) Training and professional 
development that enhances effective 
property operations and profi tability; and  
3) Access to a rich network of industry 
contacts across the globe that supports 
individual and corporate objectives. BOMA 
will maintain its leadership position on those 
things driving our industry—principally, 
guiding our members on best sustainable 
operating practices, providing effective 
recruitment and training tools to support 
career development and helping members 
stay abreast of (and in compliance with) 
new legislation impacting real estate. 

The current fi nancial impasse will 
certainly keep some commercial real 
estate professionals on edge. How much 
impact have you seen on the industry 
professionals during these times, and 
how has BOMA been able to assist them?

Clearly, the business practices of our 
members are markedly impacted by the 
present economic weakening, with more 
dislocation on the way. However, not 
everyone will be as severely affected as 
highly leveraged companies or those with 
a signifi cant amount of space leased to 
failing fi rms. And, our local area won’t be 

as dramatically impacted, nor for as 
long a time as outlying, less diversifi ed 
economies. During past economic 
downturns we have found that BOMA 
has prospered with membership growth 
and greater membership involvement, 
because it is in times such as these that 
industry professionals turn to associations 
to help them operate more effi ciently or 
to maintain their professional network for 
service referrals or a job search. 

BOMA San Francisco is the fourth 
largest offi ce in the nation, which makes 
this region signifi cant in the organiza-
tion’s network, so how does that infl u-
ence help in spearheading regulation?

I’m proud of our many contributions to 
BOMA California and BOMA International.
Our staff and volunteers have been 
recognized for their program and policy 
leadership by both our state and national 
affi liates. In particular, our relationship-
building with policy makers from the 
time of their fi rst foray into San Francisco 
politics, up through Sacramento and on 
to Washington, D.C. has not only served 
as a model for other local BOMAs but 
has served us well in securing support on 
important legislation, building codes and 
standards—at every level of government.

What are some arising issues that will be 
on each building owner’s mind over the 
next 12 to 24 months?

Access to capital, fair tax treatment, 
employment growth or lack thereof and 
bona-fi de sustainability products and 
practices are some key industry drivers 
we’ll be paying attention to. Retention 
of key employees, recruitment and 
training of new professionals, business 
development and managing/maintaining 
client relationships will also matter a 
great deal in this turbulent time.

The national election was certainly in 
the spotlight, but there could be some 
signifi cant changes in San Francisco 
elections, as well. What policy 
changes and mindsets would BOMA 
consider welcome in San Francisco 
after November?

Through its political action committee, 
BOMA works to elect moderate candidates 
who support job creation and a healthy 
economic environment in which to do 
business. We would welcome Supervisors 
who not only cater to the unique needs 
of residents in their respective districts, 
but who would also take into account the 
greater good of our city as a whole when 
considering new laws. Also, rather than 
making useless pronouncements on global 
issues we elect others to address, local 
politicians should focus on taking care 
of business here at home: ensure our 
neighborhoods are clean and safe, 
repair our streets and improve traffi c 
management, improve public transit and 
clean up and maintain our parks. And 
while we’re at it, our local public policy 
discourse could benefi t by a return to 
civility. Good governance takes into 
account the needs of all citizens and 
taxpayers, recognizes differing 
perspectives with respect, balances needs 
with resources and creates strategic 
action plans that can be prioritized for 
implementation as resources arise or needs 
change. Above all, I would hope that local 
offi cials would be extra-sensitive to the 
benefi ts of supporting job growth and 
not do anything to increase the already 
high cost and regulatory burdens 
on employers.  ■
